Soon after the revolutionary war, leaders of the United Sates saw the need for a
stronger government. Therefore in February 1787, Congress asked the thirteen states
to send representatives to Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. 55 delegates came,
representing every state but Rhode Island.

meetings made an important statement about the convention’s purpose.

Writing the constitution was a difficult process. The delegates held different opinions
about what authority government should have and how it should be organized. After 17
weeks of debate they finally created a document considered by many to be a miracle.
